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Year 11 Rivers Trip 
On Monday 13th November, Year 11 Geography students 
carried out fieldwork investigations at two sites on the river Wye: 
at Desborough Park, close to the source and Woburn Green 
which is near a confluence. The students worked collaboratively 
to measure stream characteristics such as channel width, depth 
and velocity.  At each site, the students also measured the size and 
recorded the shapes of a sample of stones. They also completed 
a field sketch at Woburn Green and identified methods of hard 
engineering aimed at flood management at this site.

Absence Reporting 

In the event of your child being unable to attend college, please 
contact the main reception on 020 3819 3421 before time. 
In order for the College to ensure that all students are properly 
safeguarded, it is important for you to follow this procedure 
for every day your child is absent.

The College 
is required to account for all absences so please ensure your 
child brings a letter that verifies the reasons for their absence on 
their return to college. 

Mobile Telephone

Whilst the College accepts that some parents, guardians and 
carers wish their child to carry a mobile telephone for reasons 
of personal safety as they travel to and from college, they must 
remain switched off and kept out of sight during the College day. 
It is the policy of the College for all Key Stage 3 students to hand 
their mobile telephones to their form tutors at the beginning of 
each day. The telephones are then securely stored until the end of 
the day when they are returned to the students. Please note that 
the College will not accept liability for the safe keeping of a mobile 
phone; it will remain the responsibility of the student at all times. 
Use of a mobile phone during college hours will lead to sanctions 
being imposed, up to and including confiscation.

Appropriate Footwear 

Students wearing appropriate footwear in college is essential, 
not only to comply with our published expectations in terms of 
uniform, but also to avoid inappropriate footwear such as boots 
and open toe sandals in college. Obviously, if the weather is 
inclement, it is sensible for students to wear boots to and from 
college. However, they must change into black shoes on arrival. 
The Rosedale Hewens Academy Trust cannot accept any liability 
in circumstances where issues emerge due to inappropriate 
footwear. Your support in this matter is appreciated.

Attendance 

We would like to remind parents, guardians and carers that 
research shows there is a clear link between the attendance rate 
of students and their level of attainment. Please support your 
child to attend regularly by ensuring that any medical or other 
appointments are organised out of college hours.
